Dear Colleagues,

The 11th meeting of the International Forestry Quarantine Research Group (IFQRG) will be held in Qingdao, China in conjunction with the International Congress on Biological Invasions (ICBI) http://www.icbi2013.org/web/index.aspx and the International Union of Forest Research Organizations (IUFRO) working group 7.03.12 on Invasive Species in International Trade http://www.iufro.org/science/divisions/division-7/70000/70300/70312/.
The ICBI is scheduled for Oct 23-27 and IFQRG Oct 28-Nov 1. The IUFRO working group will have a special joint session with ICBI focusing on Pine Wilt Disease on Oct 26 and joint sessions with IFQRG Oct 28-29.  A field trip is planned for Sunday Oct 27.  You are encouraged to participate in all three meetings; this is a great opportunity to interact with experts from a wide range of disciplines, all with an invasive species focus.

Registration for the ICBI and IUFRO components can be done online at http://www.icbi2013.org/web/index.aspx.  Conference and hotel registration for these two meetings are included in this process.  
The IFQRG meeting will be held at the Qingdao Agricultural University (details to follow on exact location at the university).   This location is about 26 km north of the ICBI/IUFRO meeting venue so a hotel change will be necessary.  Accommodations for IFQRG have been coordinated by our Chinese colleagues; a deal (~ 450 RMB/night) has been negotiated with the MengHaiYuan Hotel (address: 345 Zhongcheng Road, Chengyang, Qingdao).  Details on hotel registration to follow. 
Please confirm your intention to attend the meeting by completing the IFQRG registration form (attached and posted on IFQRG website) as soon as possible.   When I receive your registration form, you will be issued a username and password to access documents on the IFQRG website. Meeting documents are being posted as they become available on the IFQRG website, which is now part of the International Plant Protection Convention IPP portal (under the Partners/International organizations tabs at www.ippc.int.
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The meeting will be held at the Qingdao Agricultural University starting at 10:00 on Monday, October 28.  Our work is planned for a full five days so please make your travel arrangements so that you are available through Friday afternoon.  

Please forward any additions and I will incorporate them into the agenda.   If you have documents that you would like distributed to the group please send them to me (eallen@nrcan.gc.ca) as soon as possible as it is easier than copying papers at the meeting.  Participants are expected to print and bring their own copies of documents to the meeting.  I recommend that you check the website just before you leave for the meeting as I anticipate that new documents and updates will be posted until September 7th.  Presentations should be emailed to me before the meeting, if possible.  Please bring electronic copies of documents and presentations on a CD or USB drive to the meeting.

I remind you that IFQRG participants are personally responsible for arranging required visas for entry to the China. You will likely need an official letter of invitation from Chinese authorities for your visa application.  This will be sent to you once your meeting registration has been received (please determine whether you need an original paper copy or whether a printout of an email letter will do).
