The successful candidate must possess extensive experience in creating presentations and in speaking to a wide variety of audiences, including the general public, professionals, and other stakeholder groups. The demonstrated ability to communicate and work well with diverse groups and willingness to cooperate and collaborate with members of other institutions are critical factors of success in this position.
