About the Position:  In the next few weeks, the Southern Research Station intends to advertise a Resource Analysis Section Head position located in Knoxville, TN.  The position will be a paneled scientist in the Southern Forest Inventory and Analysis (FIA) Research Work Unit.  FIA is a multi-million dollar research program that provides comprehensive, timely, and accurate analyses of the changing forest resource situation in the South in collaboration with State Foresters from the 13 Southern States, the U.S. Virgin Islands, and the commonwealth of Puerto Rico.  

This unit is part of the national FIA program, and the Section Head also participates in developing and devising new and improved policies and techniques for national implementation. The Section Head has extensive contacts with other Forest Service units at all levels of the organization, State Forestry agencies, other Federal land management agencies, universities, forest industry, and other key groups.  The Section Head reports to the SRS FIA Program Manager and has responsibility for supervising a total of 10 research scientists and professional analysts who provide up-to-date state and/or regional assessments of forest condition, sustainability, health, timber supplies, and trends in output for timber and non-timber products. The mission of the SRS FIA unit is to conduct a program of research to improve the understanding of southern forested ecosystems through inventories and analyses of the status and trends in resource conditions, use, productivity, and sustainability; and to conduct research to provide improved technology for timely and accurate resource inventories.  As a paneled scientist, the Section Head also conducts personal research related to one or more of these problem areas.

Qualifications Required:  Must be a U.S. citizen to apply, have appropriate college coursework, and commensurate experience. About Knoxville:  Knoxville is located in eastern Tennessee and sits at the head of the Tennessee River navigation channel. Three interstate highways converge in Knoxville, I-40, I-75, and I-81. Knoxville provides easy access (30 minutes) to the Great Smoky Mountains and the Cumberland Plateau. The University of Tennessee (UT) is located in Knoxville, and the Southern FIA program and the UT Department of Forestry, Wildlife and Fisheries are engaged in cooperative research. The average temperature for the year is 56 degrees with four distinct seasons. The Knoxville area houses an abundance of technical expertise and research skills and is ranked 15th in the nation according to the “Best Places Almanac.” There are more than 5,000 engineers, 2,400 scientists and 2,000 Ph.D.’s employed in the Knoxville/Oak Ridge area. There is no state personal income tax on wages or salary. Health care, housing and other living costs are well below the national average, and the crime rate is some 25% below the national average for cities of similar size.
